* An opening for a steel pole to align the modules, which can be substituted for cables and hoses in temporary
applications.

* Endcaps which allow for the safe passage of fork lift trucks and bicycles.
* Dimensions of 340mm x 250mm x 50mm with a speed reduction to 10-15mph.
